The celebration of All Saints reminds us that we have a destiny 
with God in Heaven. The celebration of All Saints brings to 
mind the heroes of our faith; people like us who were heroic 
in faith, hope, love, suffering and joy.

In Purgatory, on 
earth and in Heaven we are connected through Mary's son, 
who lived, suffered, died, rose and reigns, victorious over sin, 
sickness and hate. Many Catholics enjoy as I do, Halloween.  A 
time of dress up, candy and dancing with the devil.  More and 
more we see bigger celebrations of monsters and fewer 
celebrations of Saints. It is up to you and me to proclaim the 
works of God and the heroes of God.
