Paston’s Reflection

FROM THE UNITES STATES CONFERENCE OF CATHOLIC BISHOPS:

BALTIMORE — As the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops (USCCB) gathered for their Fall Plenary Assembly in
Baltimore, the bishops issued a Special Message addressing
their concern for the evolving situation impacting immigrants
in the United States. It marked the first time in twelve years the
USCCB invoked this particularly urgent way of speaking as a
body of bishops. The last one issued in 2013 was in response to
the federal government’s contraceptive mandate.

Under the regulations pertaining to statements and
publications of the Conference, a “Special Message” may only
be issued at plenary assemblies, and they are statements which
the President of the Conference, the Administrative
Committee, or the general membership consider to be
appropriate in view of the circumstances at the time. To show
the consensus of the body, a Special Message must receive
two-thirds of the Conference members present and voting at
the plenary in order to pass. In a vote of 216 votes in favor, 5
votes against, and 3 abstentions, the bishops overwhelmingly
approved the Special Message, with sustained applause of the
body following the vote.

BALTIMORE — Mientras la Conferencia de Obispos Catdlicos de
los Estados Unidos (USCCB) se reunia para su Asamblea
Plenaria de Otofio en Baltimore, los obispos emitieron un
Mensaje Especial expresando su preocupacion por la situacion
en evolucion que afecta a los inmigrantes en Estados Unidos.
Fue la primera vez en doce afios que la USCCB invoco esta
forma particularmente urgente de hablar como cuerpo de
obispos. La ultima, emitida en 2013, fue en respuesta al
mandato federal sobre anticonceptivos.

Segun las normativas relativas a declaraciones y publicaciones
de la Conferencia, un "Mensaje Especial" solo puede emitirse
en las asambleas plenarias, y son declaraciones que el
Presidente de la Conferencia, el Comité Administrativo o la
membresia general consideran apropiadas dadas las
circunstancias del momento. Para mostrar el consenso del
organo, un Mensaje Especial debe recibir dos tercios de los
miembros de la Conferencia presentes y votando en el pleno
para ser aprobado. En una votacion de 216 votos a favor, 5 en
contra y 3 abstenciones, los obispos aprobaron
abrumadoramente el Mensaje Especial, con un aplauso
sostenido del cuerpo tras la votacion.
